Senior Congregate Meals & Meals on Wheels 

 
Anyone age 60 or older, or the spouse of anyone age 
60 or older, is eligible to participate in meals at Senior 
Congregate Meal sites. For each meal there is a 
suggested donation, generally $2.00 or $2.25. 
However, donations are not required to receive meals. 
Participants are encouraged to call ahead to make a 
reservation.  

 
Meals on Wheels program prepares and delivers meals 
to elderly who are homebound. There is a suggested 
donation of $2.00 or $2.25 for special diets, however, 
donations are not required to receive meals.

Food Stamps Fast – if you have less than $150 
income for the month you apply, and your cash on 
hand is less than $100, OR if your shelter costs 
exceed your monthly income, you should ask for 
“EXPEDITED SERVICE” which means you may be 
eligible to receive Food Stamps within 7 days.
